  From your Council Chair 
 

Itôs September! We hope your summer has gone well and that all your    

summer vacations have been focused on making good memories. Life flies by. Our last single     

service for 2019 will be September 8 which is Godôs Work, Our Hands Sunday with plenty of work 

options followed by a meal at church! Sunday School registrations have been happening and we will 

be going back to two services on September 15, with Fellowship hour between services.    
 

In last monthôs Tidings, I wrote that ñTrinity is thankful for the significant number of members who 

allocate a portion of their giving to help cover the mortgage payment of our education building.     

Because of the Phoenix lease, Trinity has been able to make an extra mortgage payment each 

month, send additional funds to the St Paul Area Synod, complete some major maintenance items  

on both the church and educational buildings, and actually fund an outreach team that is making a 

difference within the community. All of those things are exciting! Without Phoenix or another          

significant renter of our educational building space, the Council would have had to come to you for 

the critical items and hold off on the non-critical, but meaningful ones.ò  
 

When the Phoenix lease became a reality, the Finance Team met and thoughtfully determined how 

this unexpected funding should be used. While the second paragraph feels good, it doesnôt really 

give any financial figures, so let me bring you up to date using real dollars. As of July 31, 2019,   

Trinity has received $163,276.63 from year one of the Phoenix lease. (By the way, Phoenix did 

make all lease and operating payments for their first year) With these funds, we have been able to 

buy down our mortgage by an extra $59,184.47, give the St Paul Area Synod an additional 

$12,549.91, cover $24,112.25 in HVAC and other repairs and set aside over $10,000 for the IRS 

and Department of Revenue. Certainly the most exciting category is outreach and weôve been able 

to reserve total outreach funds of $9,454.92 with $3,785 used to date for programs such as       

North Branch Food Shelf, Blessing Bags, Summer Lunch Program, Viking Vittles and MN Adult & 

Teen Challenge. 
 

Most of us are confident that this Charter School would exist somewhere if it wasnôt using  Trinityôs 

facilities. While financial benefits to Trinity are real, it is also exciting to be able to use our              

educational building as it was designed and intended to be used and we are hopeful area children 

are benefiting educationally from the smaller school experience.   
 

By the way, our July Sunday attendance numbers were up from 171 last year to 189 this year. 

Thatôs a nice jump and we can hope itôs a trend.

ñViking Vittlesò Community Food Backpack Program 

Approximately 30% of students in North Branch Area Schools and Phoenix Academy are on free or 
reduced lunch.  Many more are low income but do not meet the guidelines to qualify for free or                  
reduced lunches. 

Unlike all of the surrounding districts North Branch has not had a food backpack program. Trinity  
Lutheran Church wants to change that and is leading a weekend food backpack program for any 
student in need.  Working with Family Pathways we will be filling bags every week to send home 
with students for the weekend.  Each bag will contain 2 breakfast items, 2 lunch items and 2 snacks.  
This will help to fill the food gap when they are not in school. 

We are starting with students in Early Childhood, Sunrise River Elementary and Phoenix Academy 
with hopes of expanding to the middle and high schools after the first of the year. 

This program is too big for any one organization and so we are asking the community to join us in 
this project.  All donations are greatly appreciated.  Donations should be sent to Family Pathways 
6413 Oak St. North Branch, MN 55056.  Be sure to include a note indicating that the money is 
for the Viking Vittles Program.  If you already donate please direct it to Viking Vittles.  In addition, 
Family Pathways has agreed to contribute $1 for every pound of food that is donated. So, bring your 
excess garden produce to the food shelf or hold a food drive and tell them it is for Viking Vittles. You 
may also make a check payable to Trinity Lutheran Church and note Viking Vittles in the memo line.
